When should one consider treatment in a foreign country?

Based on our experience, we have summarized the most common reasons why people consider a treatment abroad:
1. When your health insurance does not cover the procedures that you need, and your personal savings do not allow you to cover the the highly priced health services in the UK.
2. When you do not have medical or dental insurance.

Why is treatment so inexpensive?

Simply, because the overheads for a dentist in Hungary are comparatively lower than in other parts of Europe.

How to make my decision?

Do not come to Hungary for only one filling. It’s not worth it! However if you need a little bit more complicated dental treatment you will be astonished at the price difference. In the case of serious treatment this difference can reach several thousand Euros. Make your final decision on the basis of comparing several dental price offers in your home country. And don’t forget to check our price list. You will see the difference!

How much money can I save?
For example: A porcelain bonded crown or bridge unit is about 500 pounds at a private practice in Britain. Excluding preliminary work or other incidental costs (ex.: root canal, fillings, etc.), a ten-unit bridge would be 5000 pounds!

How long do I have to stay in Hungary?
